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Drowning is a leading cause of preventable 
injury and death in children  
under 10 in Canada.  

 

Sixty per cent of drownings occur in the four 
summer months from May to August, accord-

ing to the Canadian Red Cross.  
 

For parents and caregivers of children, part of 
the problem could be perceptual. In our popu-
lar imagination, drowning involves a protracted 
commotion: thrashing, gasping and cries for 
help. But when a drowning occurs in real life, it 
often happens swiftly and silently.   
 

The difference between our ideas about drowning and the reality of it can give us a false 
sense of security. Parents and caregivers can help to prevent drownings by taking a few 
basic precautions: 
 

ACTIVELY SUPERVISE CHILDREN when they are in or around water. For children under five 
and weak swimmers, active supervision means staying close -- within armĄs reach. The Ca-
nadian Lifesaving Society recommends a supervision ratio of at least one adult for every ba-
by, and one adult for every two small children. With older children, including good swim-
mers, it is still important to watch closely. Do not rely on a Ćbuddy systemć to keep kids 
safe, or make older children responsible for younger ones.  
 

For extra protection, especially if you are watching more than one child, have children under 
five and weak swimmers WEAR LIFE JACKETS when playing in and around water. While 
boating, always wear your own lifejacket and ensure children are outfitted with lifejackets 
that fit them properly.  
 

LEARN FIRST AID AND CPR (cardiopulmonary resuscitation). It doesnĄt take long to get 
trained in these lifesaving skills. Many people have been saved from drowning by bystanders 
who knew how to properly administer First Aid and CPR.  
 

Put your kids in SWIMMING LESSONS. Although formal swimming lessons canĄt Ćdrown-
proofć children, some studies show kids who receive swim training are less likely to drown. If 
your own swimming abilities could use some work, consider enrolling in adult learn-to-swim 
or swim improvement class. Some courses, like the Lifesaving SocietyĄs Swim to Survive pro-
gram, focus on water survival skills.  
 

FENCE IT: if you have a backyard pool (including above-ground pool or temporary pool that 
will not be emptied after each use), or if you have a spa or hot tub, the best practice is to 
fence it off completely on all four sides. The fence should be at least four-feet high, with no 
gaps larger than four-inches. Access should be restricted by a latching, self-closing gate. It 
may be useful to keep in mind that chain link fences may be easier for children to scale than 
a fence made of vertical metal bars. Regardless of the fence style, four sided Ćisolationć 
fencing is more effective than three-sided Ćperimeterć fencing where the house is used as 
the fourth side.

The Peace River Regional District (PRRD) is con-
ducting what is known as an Alternate Approval 

Process (AAP) to find out if electors are in support of the PRRD creating a new ser-
vice that will fund the construction, operation, and maintenance of roadside facili-
ties (restrooms, signage, wi-fi). The funding will come from taxation. HudsonĄs 
Hope is in the service area, which means that HudsonĄs Hope property owners will 
be taxed for this new service, if it is approved. 
The deadline for responses is 4:30 pm on July 5, 2021.

6. The District of HudsonĄs Hope      
accepts no responsibility for 
loss, damages or claims to 
property caused by or resulting 
from Community Tree Planting 
Rebate Policy. 

 

7. The District of HudsonĄs Hope re-
serves the right to reverse the re-
bate if information provided on the 
application form is either incorrect 
or untrue, or if the terms and con-
ditions have been breached. 

 

8. The District of HudsonĄs Hope       
reserves the right to alter, cancel or 
discontinue the program at any time.

If the current year   tax is $1120 
or more, the basic N & R home owner grant is $770. 
The minimum tax payment required from applicants 
under 65 is $350. 
 

ADDITIONAL GRANT 
 

Applicant 65 years of age or older or in receipt of pre-
scribed war veterans or disability allowances, or 
persons with disabilities as defined under the 
regulations. 
If the current year tax is less than $1145, the basic 

N & R home owner grant, inclusive of the additional 
grant, is the amount of the current year  tax less 
$100. 
If the current year tax is $1145 or more, the basic N & 
R home owner grant, inclusive of the additional grant 
is $1045. 
The minimum tax payment required from applicants 
under this heading is 
$100. 

Assessed values above $1,625,000. 
Above $1,625,000 of residential assessed value, the 
grant will be reduced on a graduated scale. That is, 
the grant otherwise payable is to be reduced by 
$5 for every $1,000 of residential assessed value in
