Based on the District’s Financial Assistance Grant Policy No 001/20, an amount not exceeding 10%
of the annual municipal residential tax revenue will be budgeted for financial assistance grants.
Of the total amount budgeted, eighty percent (80%) will be eligible for disbursement through the
budget approval process, and the remaining twenty percent (20%) will remain unallocated for
requests that may be received later in the year.

The estimated residential taxes for 2024, based on the 2024 draft operating budget, is $450,538.
Ten percent of this total is $45,054; therefore, $36,043 (80% of $45,054) is available for Financial
Assistance Grants through the budget process, with $9,010 (20% of $45,054) remaining
unallocated for requests throughout the year.

Purpose:

The District of Hudson’s Hope recognizes that valued contributions are being provided through
volunteer efforts of the community organizations and agencies on behalf of the citizens. The Financial
Assistance Grant demonstrates Council’s commitment to working with groups that provide these
beneficial programs, services or projects to the community while at the same time recognizing the
financial constraints of the District.

Policy:
In granting financial assistance to an organization for a Financial Assistance Grant, the District will take
in to account the following objectives:

1. For purposes of budget preparation, an amount not exceeding 10% of the annual municipal
residential tax revenue will be budgeted for Financial Assistance Grants.

2. Of the total amount budgeted to provide Financial Assistance Grants, eighty percent (80%) will
be eligible for disbursement through the budget approval process and the remaining twenty
percent (20%) will remain unallocated for any requests that may be subsequently received

during the year.

3. The primary purpose of a financial assistance grant is to provide assistance to an organization for
a specific capital project or local event that benefits the residents of the District of Hudson’s
Hope.

4, Providing financial assistance includes the donation of time, facilities and District inventory, for

example, tents, tables and chairs.
5. Grants will not be provided for travel expenses.

6. The applicant organization must be registered as a Non-Profit Society or belong to a parent Non-

7. Upon completion of the project, the applicant must submit a final report to the District of
Hudson’s Hope outlining how funds were expended.

RECOMMENDATION:

BACKGROUND:

The intent of this funding stream is to support eligible applicants to develop Evacuation Route
Plans and/or Public Notification Plans that provide information for First Nations, local
governments, and community members in the event of an emergency.

Staff are working with the District’s Grant Writers to ensure that we fulfill all requirements for
the application, including obtaining pricing from a consultant that has the capacity to carry the
project through to the completion, and exercising the plan. This project will require a
significant amount of engagement with our First Nations Partners; including Saulteau First
Nations, West Moberly First Nations, Halfway River First Nation, Blueberry River First Nations,
Doig River First Nation, and the River of the Peace Metis Society.

DISCUSSION:

It became apparent after the 2023 Wildfire season that emergency routing and notification needs
to become a priority. Evacuation routing is particularly import because of roads, access to these
roads, vehicle size and weight restrictions particularly going into the back side of the Upper
Halfway Community. There is too much of an assumption that Highway 29 will always be
accessible.

The application deadline for the grant application is April 26, 2024.
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FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS:

The grant funding is for $30,000 for the entire project. If there are cost over runs, because of the
nature of the project they can be covered through budget line - Municipal Emergency Expenses
— Contract Services, which is to be used for Indigenous Engagement.

Provincial resources assigned by the province were not expected to arrive for
another 24 to 48 hours.

| received a phone call about the fire situation and the need for resources. | consulted with the
Deputy Fire Chief to ensure the District of Hudson’s Hope (District) would have adequate
resources to cover our community should an apparatus leave town. Over the next three hours, |
attempted to contact the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) to obtain permission to respond.
Due to the time of night, | was unable to do so, and assistance was never provided to Tumbler
Ridge.

DISCUSSION:

The District has mutual aid agreements in place with the Peace River Regional District (Moberly
Lake), District of Chetwynd and Charlie Lake Fire Departments. Requests for assistance for
communities outside of the mutual aid agreement would come from BC Wildfire.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS:
Once a wildfire operation has been turned over to BC Wildfire, and a provincial task number has
been issued, apparatus and staff fall under the provincial deployment rates for reimbursement.

RECOMMENDATION:

That Council receives the report titled, “2024 Replacement Fire Apparatus Lease/Purchase”
dated April 22, 2024’ further, that Council authorizes a contract with De Lage Landen Financial
Services Canada Inc., for a five-year lease with no downpayment, at a monthly cost of
approximately $46,126.15 (excluding taxes) for 59 months with a $10,00 buy out at the end of
the lease, for an approximate total cost of $2,721,442.85 CAD, for the purchase of a Quint Engine
Fire Truck, with monthly payments beginning upon delivery of the apparatus with an anticipated
delivery time of 600-700 days after the completion of the pre-construction meeting.

BACKGROUND
On April 8, 2024, Council approved the following recommendation:

MOVED, SECONDED, and CARRIED

That Council receives the report titled “Draft 2024 Capital Budget — Fire Fleet” dated April 8,
2024; further, that Council decreases expenditure “Unit 23-Fire Engine 1” by 52,450,000 and
decreases Transfer from Reserve and shortfall by 52,450,000; and further, that Council
includes the draft 2024 Capital Budget for Fire Fleet, totalling $584,775, in the 2024 Financial
Plan; and finally, that Council includes a five-year lease option with no downpayment, at an
approximate monthly cost of $46,126.15 (excluding taxes) for 59 months with a 510,00 buy
out at the end of the lease, for an approximate total cost of $2,721,442.85 CAD, for the
purchase of a Quint Engine Fire Truck, with monthly payments beginning upon delivery of the
apparatus with an anticipated delivery time of 600-700 days after the completion of the pre-
construction meeting, in the Five Year Financial Plan.

DISCUSSION:

The Quint Engine, with the elevated master-stream and the 77-foot aerial device will allow the
fire department to reach the upper floor and roof structure on the seven, three storey buildings
that are presently within our community. It will allow the fire department to engage in fire attack
on large foot-print single storey building with more precision and effectiveness. This apparatus
will provide the fire department with a mechanism to safely rescue a person or persons from that
upper floor should those areas be accessible.
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The proposed Quint Apparatus will provide a higher level of safety for firefighter in all situations,
such as a chimney fires where the roof is steep or is a metal, covered with snow and where the
chimney comes high off the roof line, this apparatus will create a safer environment. The risk to
fire fighters will be reduced when laddering a building where the perimeter wall is lined in solar
panels, or the roof surface is covered in solar panels.

The supplier has requested that the District of Hudson’s Hope make a decision regarding the
lease option before April 26, 2024.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS:
Funding has been included in the draft 2024 Financial Plan.
