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Provincial Housing Action Plan

• In November 2023, the BC Ministry of Municipal Affairs & Housing made four 
announcements about new legislation.

• Intended to accelerate homes and reduce delays for housing approvals.

• Create more “attainable” housing forms for young people and seniors to stay 
in their communities.

Bill 47: Transit Oriented Development 
(TOD) Areas

• Transit Oriented Development Areas (TOD):

• Areas of mixed-use, complete communities around transit stations and bus
exchanges.

• Areas within 800 meters of a rapid transit station and 400 meters of a bus
exchange.

• The Province has identified TOD locations of the prescribed transit locations. –
Hudson’s Hope is not one of them.
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Bill 46: Development Finance Tools

• The Province has introduced Amenity Cost Charges (ACC) as a new
development finance tool and extended the flexibility of the Development
Cost Charge (DCC) tool.

• ACC's and DCC's will replace Community Amenity Cost Charges.

• The District of Hudson’s Hope does not collect any DCC’s or use Community
Amenity Cost Charges, so this does not apply to us.

Bill 35: Short-Term Rental 
Accommodations

• The Province now requires short-term rentals to obtain a business license and
register through a Provincial registry system.

• In municipalities with a vacancy rate over 3%, short-term rentals will be
limited to a host's principal residence.

• With a vacancy rate over 3%, a community can annually request to opt out of
this requirement.
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Why Are We Here? 

• New legislation introduced in the Fall 2023 to allow for more small-scale multi-
unit housing: Bill 44: Small Scale – Multi Unit Housing (SSMUH)

• Address inconsistencies and ensure better upfront planning, long-term planning 

• Standardize Housing Needs Reports 

• Ensure adequate housing projections in Official Community Plans 

• Align Zoning Bylaws with Official Community Plans

• Seek to a way from site-by-site rezoning or spot-zoning

Why Are We Here? 
Zoning Bylaws
• Must update to reflect SSMUH and notify Minister of Housing by June 30, 2024
• Municipalities must align zoning bylaws with HNR and OCP by accommodating (pre-

zoning) the 20-year total number of housing units – this must be done by December 31, 
2025

Official Community Plans (OCP)
• Municipalities must update their OCP every 5 years (with public engagement)
• Ensure OCP provides for the 20-year total number of housing units. 
• OCP Update must be done by December 31, 2025

Housing Needs Reports (HNR)
• HNRs must be updated using a standard method, for a more consistent, robust, 

understanding of current and 20 year anticipated total number of housing units needed
• Interim HNR Update must be done by January 1, 2025

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Why Are We Here? 

• We are proposing to repeal Zoning Bylaw No. 
823, 2013 and adopt Zoning Bylaw No. 949, 
2024 to meet the SSMUH updates required by 
the Province 

• This update also provided the District an 
opportunity to incorporate any amendments 
that were previously adopted but not already 
integrated into the current Zoning Bylaw text or 
maps

What Are The Proposed Changes?

Definitions

• Secondary Suite definition covered 
both Secondary Suites and 
“Accessory Dwelling Units” (ADU). 

• Separated the definition into two: 
Secondary Suite and ADU for 
increased clarity and alignment with 
Province

• Short Term Rentals definition was 
incorporated

General Regulations

• Secondary Suite regulations reviewed 
and amended to improve clarity

• Created general regulations for ADUs

• Added reference to short term rentals, 
with particular emphasis on obtaining a 
business license and following 
Province’s regulations.

Parking

• Added parking requirements for ADUs
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What Are The Changes?

Zone Summaries

• The District is currently compliant in the majority of its zones that allow Single-Detached 
Dwellings as a Principal Use, to include Secondary Suites as a Secondary Use. 

• One key change incorporated into Residential zones is the addition of ADUs as an 
accessory use in those zones where Secondary Suites were permitted. This was already 
previously permitted, it was just worded differently.

• Height recommendations was also provided by the Province for ADU’s for communities to 
consider in their context’s. In discussions with staff, were appropriate, the recommended 
height for ADU’s were incorporated.

What Are The Changes?

Zone Summaries

• Maximum numbers of dwelling units per parcels 
are now identified in those zones that have 
Secondary Suites or ADU’s.

• Additional regulations have been incorporated to 
specify that if you have a parcel that has a 
Single-Detached Dwelling on it, you can have a 
maximum of one Secondary Suite or a maximum 
of one ADU – but not both.
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Next Steps

• Issue a Public Notice*

• Return to Council at the next Council Meetings for Readings and Adoption

• Send notification to Minister of Housing by June 30th

• Continue with the Official Community Plan update

• Interim Housing Needs Assessment needs to be Completed by January 2025 

• Once the Official Community Plan update is complete, the Zoning Bylaw will go 
under a complete review and update

RGS – What does it mean for the PRRD?

• 20-year time frame

• Population and employment projections
• Regional actions for key areas such as housing, transportation, regional district 

services, parks and natural areas, and economic development
• Climate – adaptation, resilience

• As part of the RGS process, the PRRD is required to:
• Establish a monitoring program following the adoption of RGS
• Prepare an annual report on the progress of implementation
• Every 5 years consider whether the strategy should be reviewed and updated (minor 

or major)
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RGS – What does it mean for municipalities?

• Once adopted, all subsequent regional district bylaws (OCPs) should be consistent 
with RGS

• Member municipalities are required to update their OCPs within two years of the 
adoption of the regional growth strategy to include a regional context statement

• Regional context statement sets out the relationship between the RGS and the 
OCPs

DISTRICT OF HUDSON’S HOPE 
BYLAW NO. 947, 2024 

 
A Bylaw to establish water conservation measures with the District of Hudson’s Hope 

 
 

WHEREAS Council has the authority to create Bylaws to regulate the use of water;  
 
AND WHEREAS Council of the District of Hudson’s Hope deems it necessary from time to time 
to establish regulations for the use of water for the preservation of the Community Water 
System; 
 
NOW THEREFORE the Council of the District of Hudson’s Hope, in open meeting assembled, 
enacts as follows: 
 
GENERAL PROVISIONS 
1.1 This Bylaw shall be cited as “District of Hudson’s Hope Water Conservation Bylaw No. 

947, 2024”. 
 

1.2 If any portion of this Bylaw is declared invalid by a court, the invalid portion shall be 
severed, and the remainder of the Bylaw is deemed valid. 

 
1.3 The headings used in this Bylaw are for convenience only and do not form part of this 

Bylaw and are not to be used in the interpretation of this Bylaw. 
 

1.4 Schedule “A” is attached to and from part of this Bylaw. 
 

 DEFINITIONS 
2.1 In this Bylaw,  

 
 “Automatic Shut-Off Device” means a device, attached to a water hose, that shuts off the 

supply of water automatically unless the application of hand pressure allows the supply of 
water;  

 
 “Bylaw Enforcement Officer” means a person appointed by Council as an Officer or a 

Bylaw Enforcement Officer; 
 
 “Corporate Officer” means the Corporate Officer of the District of Hudson’s Hope;  
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 “Council” means the Council of the District; 
 
 “District” means the District of Hudson’s Hope; 
  
 “Fill” means to completely fill or partially fill with Water an empty or substantially empty 

hot tub, swimming pool, fountain, wading pool, or similar structure;  
 
 “Property” means real property; 
 
 “Stage” means Water Conservation Measures imposed by Council as prescribed in 

Schedule “A”; 
 
 “Water” used as a noun, means water supplied by the District;  and 
 
 “Water” used as a verb, mean the application or distribution of water to lands, plants, 

trees, shrubs, flowers, or vegetables. 
  

 DECLARATION OF WATER CONSERVATION MEASURES 
3.1 Stage 1 is in effect each year from May 1st to September 30th.  

 
3.2 Despite Section 3.1, Council may, by resolution: 

a. amend the effective period for Stage 1,  
b. bring into effect a Stage more restrictive than Stage 1 at any time of the year for any 

period, or 
c. terminate a Stage. 

 
3.3 If Council declares a Stage under Section 3.2, the Water Conservation Measures 

prescribed for that Stage comes into force forty-eight hours after the Corporate Officer 
provides Notice.  
 

3.4 A Stage will remain in effect until it is terminated or until the commencement of another 
Stage. 
 

 DETERMINING WATER CONSERVATION MEASURES 
4.1 Council may consider the following factors when determining a decision under Section 3.2: 

a. time of year and typical seasonal water demand trends;  
b. precipitation and temperature conditions and forecasts;  
c. storage levels of the District Reservoir and draw down rates;  
d. current drought levels; and 
e. any other factor Councils considers to be relevant.

EXCEPTIONS TO WATER CONSERVATION MEASURES  
3.1 Despite Section 3, the District may use water and is exempt from the Water Conservation 

Measures applicable to that stage where the use of water is needed to carry out activities 
needed for the purpose of protecting public health or safety. 

 
INSPECTION 
6.1 A Bylaw may enter at all reasonable times on any Property which is subject to this Bylaw to 

ascertain whether the requirements of this bylaw are being met or the regulations in this 
bylaw are being observed. 
 

6.2 A person shall not obstruct or interfere with a Bylaw Enforcement Officer in the 
performance of their duties under this Bylaw.  

 
OFFENCES AND PENALTIES 
6.3 A person who contravenes this bylaw commits an offence and may be liable to a fine 

enforced by means of ticket issued under the District of Hudson’s Hope Municipal Ticket 
Information System Bylaw No. 590, 1999, as amended or replaced from time to time. 
 

6.4 Each day that an offence against this Bylaw continues constitutes a separate offence.

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SCHEDULE “A” 
 

 STAGE 1 WATER CONSERVATION MEASURES  
1.1 When Stage 1 Water Conservation Measures are in force, a person shall not: 

 
a) water lawns, except:  

 
(i) at premises with even-numbered civic addresses, on even calendar dates, between 

4:00 am and 9:00 am and between 7:00 pm and 10:00 pm; and  
 

(ii) at premises with odd-numbered civic addresses, on odd calendar dates, between 
4:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and between 7:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m. 

 
b) use a sprinkler to water trees, shrubs, flowers, or vegetables, except:   

 
(i) at premises with even-numbered civic addresses, on even calendar dates, between 

4:00 am and 9:00 am and between 7:00 pm and 10:00 p.m.; and 
 

(ii) at premises with odd-numbered civic addresses, on odd calendar dates, between 
4:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and between 7:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m. or 

 
c)   use a hose providing water to wash boats, motor vehicles, sidewalks, driveways, 

parking lots, exterior windows, or exterior surfaces unless the hose is equipped with an 
Automatic Shut-off Device. 

 
 STAGE 2 WATER CONSERVATION MEASURES  

2.1 When Stage 2 Water Conservation Measures are in force, a person shall not: 
 
a) water lawns, except:  

 
(i) at premises with even-numbered civic addresses on Wednesday and Saturdays 

between 4:00 am and 9:00 am and between 7:00 pm and 10:00 pm;  
 

(ii) at premises with odd-numbered civic addresses, on Thursdays and Sundays 
between 4:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and between 7:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m.; 

 
b) use a sprinkler to water trees, shrubs, flowers, or vegetables, except:   

 
(iii) at premises with even-numbered civic addresses, on Wednesday and Saturdays, 

between 4:00 am and 9:00 am and between 7:00 pm and 10:00 p.m.; and 
 

(iv) at premises with odd-numbered civic addresses, on Wednesday and Saturdays, 
between 4:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and between 7:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m., or 
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c)  use a hose providing water to wash boats, motor vehicles, sidewalks, driveways, 

parking lots, exterior windows, or exterior surfaces unless the hose is equipped 
with an Automatic Shut-off Device. 

 
 STAGE 3 WATER CONSERVATION MEASURES  

3.1 When Stage 3 Water Conservation Measures are in force, a person shall not: 
 
a) water lawns, except:  

 
(i) at premises with even-numbered civic addresses on Wednesdays between 4:00 am 

and 9:00 am and between 7:00 pm and 10:00 pm;  
 

(ii) at premises with odd-numbered civic addresses on Thursdays between 4:00 a.m. 
and 9:00 a.m. and between 7:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m.;  

 
b)   water flower gardens, vegetable gardens, decorative planters, shrubs or trees, unless 

such watering is carried out by hand with a hose equipped with an Automatic Shut-Off 
Device; 
 

c)   use a hose providing water to wash sidewalks, driveways, walls, roofs, or other outdoor 
surfaces, unless the hose is equipped with an automatic shut-off device and the 
purpose of washing is: 

 
(i) to prepare a surface for painting, sealing, or similar treatment;  
(ii) to prevent or control fires; or 
(iii) for the health or safety of a person; 

 
d)  use a hose providing water to wash boats or motor vehicles, unless the hose is 

equipped with an Automatic Shut-off Device and the purpose of the washing is to 
maintain visibility of lights or licence plates, or through windows, or is otherwise for the 
safe operation of the boat or motor vehicle; 
 

e)   use water to fill garden ponds, ornamental fountains, privately owned hot-tubs, or 
privately owned swimming pools;  

 
f)   use a hose providing water unless the hose is equipped with an Automatic Shut-Off 

Device; 
 

g) operate a lawn sprinkler using water for play; or 
 

h) haul bulk water for non-potable use.  
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 STAGE 4 WATER CONSERVATION MEASURES  
4.1 When Stage 4 Water Conservation Measures are in force, a person shall not: 

 
a) water, or engage in drip irrigation of: 

 
(i) lawns or landscaping, whether newly planted or otherwise; 
(ii) flower or vegetable gardens; 
(iii) decorative planters; or 
(iv) shrubs or trees; 

 
b)   use a hose providing water to wash sidewalks, driveways, walls, roofs, or other outdoor 

surfaces, unless the hose is equipped with an automatic shut-off device and the 
purpose of washing is: 

 
(iv) to prepare a surface for painting, sealing, or similar treatment;  
(v) to prevent or control fires; or 
(vi) for the health or safety of a person; 

 
c)  use a hose providing water to wash boats or motor vehicles, unless the hose is 

equipped with an Automatic Shut-Off Device and the purpose of the washing is to 
maintain visibility of lights or licence plates, or through windows, or is otherwise for the 
safe operation of the boat or motor vehicle; 
 

d)   use water to fill garden ponds, ornamental fountains, privately owned hot-tubs, or 
privately owned swimming pools;  
 

e)   use a hose providing water unless the hose is equipped with an Automatic Shut-Off 
Device; 
 

f) operate a lawn sprinkler using water for play; or 
 

g) haul bulk water for not potable use.  
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
