Water Treatment Plant Update - February 2025

In September 2024, BC Hydro submitted a revised proposal to
the District, which included a commitment to complete the
permanent water treatment system and fund the rental of a
water clarifier until the permanent clarifier is operational. Based
on BC Hydro’s revised offer, the District and BC Hydro signed a
Memorandum of Understanding in December 2024.

The District and BC Hydro are working closely to finalize the
design, and continue to negotiate terms of a final agreement.
