Did you know that Council recently adopted Bylaw No. 958, 2025,
which updates the way the District processes utility bills, starting with this upcoming
cycle.

Summary of residential changes based on Bylaw No. 958, 2025:
e Slight price increases:
o Residential Water from $250 to $280 annually
o Residential Sewer from $207 to $230 annually
e Quick pay discounts have been removed.
o Utilities are now due 60 days from invoice date
« Late payment penalty of 10% will be added after due date (Water & Sewer only)
