REGYCLING

Did you know that electronic waste is one of the
fastest-growing types of waste in the world?
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What Counts as E-Waste?

You can recycle more than you think:
¢ Phones, tablets, and laptops

Keyboards, mice, and chargers

Old TVs and monitors

Batteries and power banks

Printers and small appliances
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Why It Matters?

E-waste contains valuable materials like gold,
silver, copper — but also hazardous chemicals
like lead and mercury. When dumped in landfills,
these toxins can leak into soil and water.
Recycling keeps harmful materials out of the
environment and puts precious metals back into use.
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How to Recycle It
» You can drop batteries at the District Office (bag them first)
» Take to the recycling depot in FSJ
o Many electronics retailers (Best Buy, Staples, etc.) offer free
recycling bins
» Wipe your data before recycling phones and computers
» Never throw electronics in the trash!
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Pro Tip
Got working electronics you don’t use? Consider donating them to a
local school, shelter, or nonprofit organization.
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
